	3429 Burgundy St: Retention of visible mechanical equipment installed in deviation of approved plans.


	2618-2620 Laurel St: Retention of fiberglass door with wood grain finish installed at front facade without a Certificate of Appropriateness.
1924 Magazine St: Retention of removal of stucco at exterior of an existing building.

833 Jackson Ave: Retention of the removal of two original windows and addition of new vinyl window at side elevation in deviation of approved drawings.

900 Louisa St: Installation of solar panels on a visually prominent roof.

1218 Pauline St: Installation of solar panels on a visually prominent roof.

935-937 St Mary St: Retention of removal of existing doors with sidelights at front elevation and 6/6 wood windows at side elevations and installation of door and window at front elevation and 2/2 paired windows at side elevations installed without a Certificate of Appropriateness.

939-41 St Mary St: Retention of leaded glass, oval light door and surface-mounted vinyl, 9/6 windows with internal muntins installed without a Certificate of Appropriateness.

1725 Baronne St: Retention and completion of work performed on a Designated Landmark without a Certificate of Appropriateness.
