Current Condition:

Various portions of the stair halls show evidence of moisture damage. Previous attempts to
remedy the situation appear to have made matters worse as the fans are intended to operate
only based on temperature in the attic and not maintaining constant air movement in the stair.

Condition A:

The grille and fan are not connected. There is an opening in the ceiling allowing moisture
through and condensation at the penetration. The fan was not operational at time of inspection
and was set to run at a dry bulb temperature of 85 degrees in the attic, not humidity.

Condition B:

Another scenario involves the fan not near the grille and is simply exhausting the attic. The
opening does not adequately exhaust the intended space, the stair. Attics, in general are dusty
places. In this case, a significant amount of dust has settled on attic side of grille.

It's imperative that the vented attic remain sealed and closed off from the spaces below. This
can only be achieved if the exhaust grille is hard connected to the fan. Given the various
existing impediments, we recommend the use of insulated plenums and flex duct to connect the

two. This will have to be confirmed in each stair.

We recommend installing upblast or sidewall exhaust fans at each townhouse hard ducted to
the grilles. Seal opening to avoid air leaks and re-insulate the space from the attic. The fans can

run based on humidistat at the grille or in the stair.

This is to advise you that on January 10, 2023, we performed an inspection at the above referenced address
for the purpose of assessing the existing condition of the overall structure, outlining structural concems,
and making recommendations for necessary repairs. The following is an outline of our findings with
recommended repairs if applicable.

1. Interior brick cracks were evident on the inside face of the front corners of the building as shown
in Photograph #1.,

Recommended Repair: Epoxy inject cracks with low modulus epoxy and stitch corners
with steel straps above and below the adjacent window al each floor as shown in the
attached Detail A.

[

Major brick cracking was visible on the interior of the front wall adjacent to the western most front
window. This crack appears to translate from {loor to floor. Examples of this crack at the third
floor and attic are shown in Photographs #2 and #3 respectively. Additional investigation is needed
after removal of finishes from walls to determine the extent of the cracks.

Recommended Repair: Epoxy inject crack and stitch with two steel straps above and below
the adjacent window at each floor as shown in the attached Detail B.

3. Center Column line and beam at the third floor of the front original structure has evident deflection
towards the western wall as shown in Photograph #4. The west masonry wall has visible lateral
deflection as can be seen in Photograph #5. These items lead us to the hypothesis that the front
original structure is deficient in lateral strength. It should be noted that the deflection in the western
wall is inconsistent and could be the cause of multiple factors.

Recommended Repair: Reconstruet the central column line as shown in Detail C and install
steel ties to the floor system at the west wall as shown in Detail D and at the East wall as
shown in Detail E, Please also refer to Building Section 1 for a diagram of the proposed
front lateral structure retrofit.

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Center Column line and beam at the third floor of the rear structure has evident lateral and vertical
deflection as depicted in Photograph #6. Localized cracks are visible on the terracotta block
masonry walls at the newer rear addition as can be seen in Photographs #7 through #10. These
items lead us to the hypothesis that the rear structure is deficient in strength.

Recommended Repair: Reconstruct the central column line at shown in Detail C and install
steel ties to the floor system at the East wall as shown in Detail D and at the West wall as
shown in Detail E. Additionally, skim coat inside terracotta with plaster as per the attached
Detail F. Please also refer to Building Section 2 for a diagram of the proposed rear lateral
structure retrofit.

We suspect that moisture and termite damages could be an issue on some floor joists, Additional
investigation is needed after partial demolition is complete to reveal all floor systems.

Recommended Repair: Joist with significant damages shall be sistered with a light gauge
metal joist as per the attached Detail G.

Masonry cracks were significant in the attic. Examples of these cracks can be seen in Photographs
#11 and #12.

Recommended Repair: Epoxy inject crack and stitch with three steel straps in attic as
shown in the aftached Detail B,

Steel brick ties in the attic make the space unusable and appear to be deficient..

Recommended Repair: We suggest removing the existing ties and sistering steel to the
rafters and collar braces as shown in Details H.1 and H.2 to provide a rigid roof structure
to tie brick wall to brick wall.

The east facing masonry parapet is significantly leaning as depicted in Photograph #13.
Recommended Repair: Deconstruct the damaged parapet with care and rebuild in kind.
Stitch to adjacent wall with steel plate as shown in Detail J.

Both the gable roof at the front structure and the flat roof at the rear structure appear to have some

deficiencies,

Recommended Repair:  The entirety of both roof systems shall be inspected and
reconditioned as required by a waterproofing and roofing consultant retained by owner,

Exterior brick cracks are present in various locations, and we believe there is a potential for cracks
behind plaster coatings, however it is not possible to confirm this without reveal.

Recommended Repair: Epoxy inject cracks with low modulus epoxy and treat wall with
waterproofing techniques recommended by a waterproofing consultant. We will provide
Waterproofing Contractor recommendation under separate cover at the end of this report.

. We believe there is a potential for interior brick cracks behind wall finishes, however it is not

possible to confirm this without reveal.

Recommended Repair: Epoxy inject cracks with low modulus epoxy.

This is to advise you that on January 10, 2023, we performed an inspection for the purposes of
assessing the existing condition of the overall structure, outlining structural concerns, and making
recommendations for necessary repairs at the above referenced address. The following is an outline
of our findings with recommended repairs if applicable.

1. Exterior masonry wall structural cracks were visible on the west facing wall and south facing
wall as shown in Photograph #1 and Photograph #2. The west facing wall has lateral
deflection visible to the naked eye towards the street. These items lead us to the hypothesis
that the structure is deficient in lateral strength, especially in the southern most third of the
building where a concrete floor was removed as can be in Photograph #3, ultimately
removing lateral ties between east and west walls at that point.

Recommended Repair: Epoxy inject cracks with low modulus epoxy, tie existing
floor joist to masonry as shown in Detail A at west wall and as shown in Detail B
at cast facing party wall at each floor system. In the southemmost third of the
building, where the concrete floor has been demolished, install wind frames as per
the attached Building Section 1.
