WALL, FENCE & GATE GUIDE

In addition to VCC review, City Planning Commission and Department of Safety and Permits review is required for each
proposal to add or modify a wall, fence and/or gate to ensure conformance with the Comprehensive Zoning Ordinance and
Building Codes. The Department of Public Works reviews all proposals for a curb cut at a street and sidewalk.

FRONT & SIDEWALK PROPERTY LINES
THE VCC REQUIRES:

* A wall, fence or gate to be compatible with the type and
style of the main building

* Metal fencing to be either wrought or cast iron, or an
alternate solid material, such as aluminum, typically with
a matte black painted finish

* Solid metal pickets to be punched through horizontal
rails and not welded to the face of a rail

* Automatic gate equipment to be located discretely out
of public view

* A wall or chain wall to be limited to 18-inches in height at
a front property line with a brick or stucco finish that is
approved by VCC with regard to color, type, texture and
pattern

¢ A wood fence to have appropriately scaled boards,
typically 11- to 16-inches wide at a horizontal board fence
and 4- to 6-inches wide at a vertical wood board fence

* A painted wood finish or opaque stained finish to appear
as a painted finish (paint, stain or preservative treatment
helps protect the wood, particularly for softer woods
like pine, making the fence or gate last longer — Refer to
Guidelines for Exterior Painting)

THE VCC RECOMMENDS:

* Simple detailing for a metal fence

* Electronic sensor security devices, preferably wireless,
to be located discreetly along a wall, fence and/or gate,
that can trip an alarm sensor and transmit it to a security
monitoring company and activate alarms and/or lights
instead of installing a physical barrier

* Readily visible metal pickets and spikes as an alternative
to electronic security options

THE VCC DOES NOT RECOMMEND:

* Glass set into mortar at the top of a wall

THE VCC DOES NOT ALLOW:
¢ Vinyl or synthetic fencing, gates or garage doors
Chain-link fencing

Wood lattice fencing

Hollow tube-welded metal fencing or gates

* Wood picket or stockade fences, or other vertical board
wood fences with a moulded top

¢ Barbed wire, concertina wire, razor ribbon wire and other

similar security devices — Prohibited by the Building Code

Vertical extension of an existing gate and/or fence

Solid wood fencing or a wall located at the front facade
of a building

Removal of an existing historically appropriate fence in
good condition — An application will be reviewed on a
case by case basis

* Exposed concrete at block wall or piers

¢ Metal fencing taller than 5-feet when located between
the street and main building facade

Glass, plastic or Plexiglas applied to a fence or gate
Fencing on a balcony, gallery, porch, stoop or stair

SIDE & REAR YARDS

A fence, wall and/or gate that is approvable in the front
of a building may also be approvable at the side and rear.

THE VCC RECOMMENDS:

* Apainted wood fence, typically of pine, cedar or redwood,
to have wide, horizontal boards or vertical boards with a
wood cap — The cap will help the fence last longer

INTRODUCTION:

On March 4, 2026, | visited the project at the above address to visually inspect the structure
in relation to structural items identified by VCC, listed below. The main structure is a two-
story multi-family structure with brick masonry walls and wood framing. There are also
two brick masonry dependency structures in the rear with wood framing for floors and

roof. The exterior faces of the masonry on all structures are plastered. My investigation was
limited to the exterior of buildings, though we did enter one unit.

The investigation focused on the following:
1. Cracks on the front fagade.
2. Reconstruction of the former balcony on the Rampart side wall.
3. First floor columns on detached service wing balcony.
4. Stucco and possible lintel repair at opening near rear stair.

OBSERVATIONS:
1. Front Fagade

a. Cracks extend from corners of both door openings and on left side of
structure. These cracks appear to be the result of typical settlement in the
front wall, which is common for structures of this age. Some visible portions
of the masonry indicate deterioration in the mortar. | anticipate that
additional deterioration will be observed once loose plaster is removed. We
recommend sounding the wall for loose plaster, removing the loose plaster,
and re-inspecting the wall and visible lintels for further determination on
repairs. Likely repair will include filling cracks and tuckpointing with VCC
approved mortar mix and replastering. Re-investigation after loose plaster is
removed may indicate additional repairs.

2. Former balcony on left side (Rampart Street side) of main structure

a. There are currently two outriggers that extend from the left side masonry wall
that historically supported a balcony. A photo from the Times-Picayune from
1956 shows that this balcony was supported by brackets and had a handrail,
which failed, prompting the newspaper photo. Additionally, below the
opening on that side, several bricks have fallen out. In order to reconstruct
the balcony without brackets, additional outriggers will need to be added
extending from the wall to support the deck. These outriggers would need to
extend back into the framing and be attached to the side of joists in order to
cantilever. The size of the members will depend on the spacing of the joists,
but assuming that three additional outriggers could be added there, the
members should be able to be similar to the existing members. The existing
framing should be confirmed so that a detail can be provided for the new
structure. Alternatively, brackets could be added, similarly to the 1956
photograph. It is our understanding that the goal, though, is to reconstruct
the balcony without brackets.

The front rear dependency structure includes a balcony on the Rampart Street side
of the building that consists of iron outriggers that are spaced at various spacings,
but several of the outriggers are up to 5 feet apart. Between these outriggers, wood
sleepers and then deck boards are layered to form the balcony. The front of the
balcony consists of a 1x facia board and four columns that provide support for the
balcony. The outriggers are spaced very far apart and at that spacing, do not provide
sufficient support without the assistance of the columns. We recommend adding a
steel plate behind the fascia board that provides additional support to the front of
the balcony to reinforce the structure.

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2. Side balcony —add outriggers at existing joists. Outriggers should match existing
height. Notify engineer of joists spacing once ceiling is open to confirm spacing and
size of outriggers.

3. The existing columns should remain in place and the beam/lintel that supports the
balcony at the front should be reinforced with a steel plate.

4. Sound and remove loose plaster above window adjacent to the rear stair on the
main structure. Notify engineer for inspection of existing lintel and masonry
condition.

4. On the rear face of the main structure,
there is a space above an opening adjacent
to the rear stairs that has some cracks
extending from the corners of the opening,
plaster that seems loose, and a remnant
awning. We recommend further
investigation in this area by sounding the
plaster above the window to observe the
condition of the existing lintel. Based on
the condition of the lintel and masonry,
repairs may be required. Any masonry with
loose mortar should be tuckpointed with
VCC approved mix and replastered.

RECOMMENDATIONS SUMMARY
1. Sound and remove loose plaster on front wall and notify our office to observe
condition of cracks and lintels, if visible. All cracks and masonry with loose mortar
should be tuckpointed with VCC approved mortar. Further recommendations may
be made after further investigation.
