THE BEACH-SIDE BUILDINGS BEACH SUPPORT BUILDINGS

The beach-side buildings at Lincoln Beach blend recreational and event spaces, honoring the site’s history
while providing essential facilities for beachgoers, including locker rooms, restrooms, and storage. With
flexible dining and event spaces for up to 300 people, the design also addresses sea level rise by elevating
key areas and using durable materials to.ensure resilience and systainability.

THE ENTRY BUILDING

The Lincoln Beach Welcome Center is a flexible, community-oriented space with room for events, exhibits, and
gatherings, plus a large covered sports court for markets and public use. Built with durable, weather-resistant
materials, it's designed for safety, sustainability, and year-round enjoyment.

The children’s playground restroom at Lincoln Beach is a durable, flood-proof facility offering essential
amenities and easy access for families. The fishing pier at Lincoln Beach revives historic canopy designs and
includes a fish cleaning station, while the kayak storage building features a porous wall assembly for storm
surge resilience. Both structures are designed with flood-resistant materials to ensure long-term sustainability.

Visitors can stretch out on the sand, fly kites, rent kayaks, or play a
game of beach volleyball. A walk to the end of the arcing boardwalk rewards guests with a breathtaking panoramic view of Lake Pontchartrain.
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TH E M I DWAY Where the arcing boardwalk meets the historic Midway marks a central gathering space at Lincoln Beach. This is where visitors arrive and depart, kids grab a refreshment from the
concession stand, and families sit down for a meal.
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TH E PLAYG RO U N D Lincoln Beach’s expansive playground offers endless fun for children of all ages. Slides, elevated tree forts, and felled-wood play structures wind through the live oak trees,
creating a one-of-a-kind play destination for New Orleans East.
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TH E ENTRY The entry building, with color inspired by the vibrant sunrises of New Orleans East, welcomes visitors with a thoughtfully designed welcome center and history museum

that highlights the site’s rich past. The entry feels like a park, offering court sports, picnicking, and shaded relaxation beneath towering bald cypress trees.

Overview

Lincoln Beach is separated into 4 major phases for implementation. In each phase,
additional studies as well as detailed design will be required to finalize locations,
alignments, and final programming. Types of additional studies include governance,
permitting, and design studies. Additionally, as the project moves forward into
implementation, the community will continue its involvement in the design process
and decision making of the project through continued engagement events.

Phasing Costs

Each phasing plan shows a range of costs to realize that phase of the project. These
numbers include hard (construction) and soft costs (permitting, engineering fees,
etc) and are representative of 2025 dollars. There is not escalation built into these
numbers.

Budget

Currently, the City of New Orleans has secured funding from several sources which
will cover the costs of Phase 1. This funding has also been used to covered the costs
of the master planning work, site due diligence (survey, tree assessment geotech,
etc.), and maintenance (parking lot clearing, water testing and site stabilization).
